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Comprehensive student help package by the Ministry of Education, which consists of scholarships for the best students and student loans.

Out of the total number of students at the University of Montenegro, 21% of students are financed from the budget, if they have the status of budget students,
while others pay tuition from their own funds and have the status of self-financing students.

Students with disabilities are exempt from paying tuition fees at all HEIs in Montenegro.
