CB VET 2024 CALL - results

- Total budget: 25.250.170 EUR

The European Commission recommended 72 out of 280 eligible CB VET applications for
funding (success rate – 26%). 78 third countries not associated to the programme are
included in these 72 projects.

• Neighbourhood East: 9 projects

• South-Mediterranean countries: 11 projects

• Sub-Saharan Africa: 23 projects

• Latin America: 6 projects

• Caribbean: 1 project
